The standard "Click on Climate Kit' was designed for 1 leader and 5 children. Hotheverogram is
very versatile and can easily be adapted fgelagroups. For groups with more than 5 children, make
additional copies of theogbookqusing the masters provided in the whtasters Envelope

One of the challenges to using the program is what to do wigé farmbers of childremlthough "Click

on Climate' can be followed fairly easily with a small group of 5 children and one |&acier become
more challenging as numbers increase.

The ®@st step is to divide the children into manageable groups (10 or Adss) that there are two simple
ways to deliver this program.

1) Each group can be assigned to one leader who is responsible to lead the group through each
the Activity Sets. In this case, each leader runs through their own "Click on Climate' program.
Therefore, you will need one kit and any additional supplies per leader

2)The groups can rotate to a new leader for dativity Set. In this case, each leader would be
responsible for delivering one particuksstivity Set to all of groups of childrenThe leader will only
require the instructions and supplies for that partichdaivity Set. The appropriate pages of the

Quick Activitiesfor Short Events

When shorter events are required for groups withgeelage range, such as a public hike, you may warj
stick with activities which can be carried out independent of tiggkvook Most
of the "Click on Climate' exercises can be carried out independent of each other

One thing to keep in mind is that some of the "Click on Climate' exercises require
supplies, which may be a challenge when working with unknown numbers of the
public. If exercises requiring materials are going to be used, it may be best to
have a particular number of sets created and divide the children into that many
groups. Keep in mind that fewer groups may be easier to manage when there are
a limited number of leaders.

Activity Possibilities:

- "The Orange StorfLeadets Piogram Setup pg 13)During this activity participants use an orange
as a metaphor for Earth to learn about greenhouse gases and the carboyooywi#.need one small
orange for each participanY.ou will also need enough space for each participant to sit comfartably
This activity does not require any note-taking and should take approximately 30 minutes.

-"Heat, Heat, Heat(Leadets Program Setup pg 1&an be done with lge goups and does not requireg
any note-takingThis is a physical activity game where children run around acting as carbon dioxi
molecules.You will need 3 hula-hoops, and adaraea for the participants can freely move around.
This activity can be played indoors or outdoors with a group of 10 to 30 participants. It will take
approximately 30 minutes.

- A scavenger hunt is a fun way to expose the children to the concept of climate &wivijees such
as Zoom in on an Ecosysteftheadefs Field Guide pg 9-10are particularly useful. For a scavenge
hunt, children could search for particular types of leaves, insects, carbon producers, or anything
you can think of.Worksheets such as those in th@gbookcan be used, or new ones could be create

to include the particular items the children will be looking for (see example scavenger hunt sheef).

- Hike. Many of the exercises could be incorporated into a hike with stations set up along.the way
Each station could be used to carry out an exeréism, stops along a hike could integrate physical
