One Million Acts of Green Article by Lis Mack

Canada’s late-night talk show, The Hour with George Stroumboulopoulos,
is partnering with Cisco, to spearhead a massive, nationwide environmental

movement. Starting October 21%, 2008 the CBC and The Hour has been i N E

encouraging Canadians to commit One Million Acts of Green. The goal is MILLION ACTS OF
to change how we live and how we treat the planet, one act at a time.

Canadians are not being asked to overhaul their lives; it’s about a single act

from each person accumulating to one million acts. It can be as simple as

switching to compact puorescent light bulbs or walking or biking to work

or as complicated as building a green roof space. People can choose to buy locally produced, organic food and
recycle cell phones. The options are endless and one small action can have a tremendous impact.

The ofycial kick-off for the campaign will be on Tuesday, October 21, 2008 and will run through to June 2009.
The Hour is going to work with other CBC programs such as CBC News, Kid’s CBC, Steven & Chris, Living,
CBC Sports, among others, to “go green”. Canadians will have the opportunity to commit at least one act of
“green” (although everyone is encouraged to do more) and then go to the One Million Acts of Green website

to register their act. This interactive website www.onemillionactsofgreen.com will be a source of information
about the program and will serve as an educational resource of “green” content. People can register their act of
green (from a set menu) in under 15 seconds and use the green calculator designed by GreenNexxus to see the
immediate impact for their act and the cumulative impact of the program.

One Million Acts of Green is not a television show, even though the program has been launched on the air.
This program is a web initiative which will have constant updates on The Hour.

The campaign hopes to involve everyone in Canada; politicians, athletes, businesses, schools, and universities.
Most importantly, the campaign wants to involve ordinary people. Everyone has the opportunity to make our
lives, our communities and our environment greener. All it takes is one act at a time.

A number of environmental organizations have partnered with The Hour and Cisco for the duration of the
campaign: Clean Air Foundation, The David Suzuki Foundation, Earth Day Canada, Environmental Defence,
Evergreen, Green Street (managed by the Canadian Teachers’ Federation), and The Climate Project-Canada.
These organizations are all non-proyt ENGQOGs. They are all community-centered, results-based authorities on
what is required to become “green” and their support of this program is invaluable.

The 2008 Envirothon was held at Pinawa, Manitoba on May 22" — 24" with 33 teams in attendance. There

were originally 36 teams registered, but unfortunately three teams had to withdraw from competition. Two
fiIMysteryo teams had the chance to write the yeld test this year in that eleven veteran teacher/advisors were given
the opportunity to compete as students. The teachers were really good sports as this opportunity was “sprung”

on them the morning of the yeld test. Both teachers and students stated that this was a positive experience. The
2009 Envirothon will be held again at the International Peace Garden with a theme of “Biodiversity in a changing
world”.

Saskatchewan

This year marked the second year for the Saskatchewan Envirothon, held in Cypress Hills Interprovincial Park,
May 26" and 27", The team from Bishop James Mahoney High School in Saskatoon won the Rookie of the year
award and 1* place in the competition. The Bishop Mahoney team consisted of students Dylan Hardy, Brittany
Thoms, Cameron Baribeau, Amy Gibson and Jaden Dirk. The team was coached by their teacher Kevin Riffel.
The team represented Saskatchewan at the 2008 Canon International Envirothon in Flagstaff, Arizona, July 28" to
August 3. Saskatchewan's team delivered a very strong performance, obtaining an overall standing of 17" out of
56 teams.
