The Partners FOR the Saskatchewan River Basin is pleased to announce the launch of
the State of the Basin Report, to be completed in the fall of 2008.

The Saskatchewan River watershed stretches over 420,000 km?and includes regions
of the three provinces and a small portion of the state of Montana. This Report will
cover the entire Saskatchewan River Basin from the Rocky Mountains in Alberta and
Montana to Lake Winnipeg in Manitoba. It will include information on physical setting

of the basin, human settlement and water use, watersheds, ecozones, water quality and
quantity issues, environmental concerns, and institutional arrangements.

“The goal of the State of the Basin Report is to ensure that all those making decisions do so
with an understanding and appreciation of the entire Saskatchewan River Basin” said

Dr. Ray Fast, Board Chair for the Partners FOR the Saskatchewan River Basin. “This report
will consistently bring together information across the basin; laying the groundwork for

cross jurisdictional sustainable water resources management.” Rivers have no boundaries
so various jurisdictions must work together to protect them. Increasingly, grass roots

groups are asked to take responsibility for decision making.

The report will leave a legacy of informed opinion leaders in the basin. It will also
enhance access to a basin-wide data framework and develop basin wide analytical
procedures that can be regularly updated.
