Edu-Kit Policy Statement

The enclosed materials are being provided to assist your students in preparing for the upcoming Envirothon.  As there are a limited number of supplementary kits available for the schools, it is necessary that certain provisions are noted so that each school has the same access to the teaching material.

Upon receipt of the kit, it is necessary that you record the condition of all of the research items enclosed on the form provided.  It is required that you fax the completed form to our office within one week of receipt of the kit.  If the form is not faxed to our office within that time period, it is assumed that all of the equipment is intact.  Your school will be charged replacement cost for all missing or broken equipment.

Partners FOR the Saskatchewan River Basin is responsible for postage costs for delivering kits to the school, however; each school is responsible for return postage to Partners.  Your school will be charged a late return fee if the kit is returned after the deadline in addition to a 10% penalty on the trail test.

Each team was asked to rank which month they wished to receive the kits.
