TRAVEL THROUGH TIME OR VISIT DIFFERENT ECOSYSTEMS

The back of the game board is a large diorama showcasing 4 different ecosystems. The booklet contains
two additional activities with associated games.

“Moopher’s Travels through Time” examines how society has changed
over time by comparing drinking methods, housing, transportation,
important animals, and tasks through four time periods (aboriginal
community prior to contact with Europeans, time of the fur trade and
Metis communities, arrival of settlers from other parts of the world,
present day communities along the river).

“Moopher’s Visit to Different Ecosystems” examines the types of

animals and insects associated with the mountains, forest, grassland,

aguatic ecosystems. Moopher even makes an appearance in them.
